The final 8 in
men’s sabre and men’s foil tournaments will be awarded
World Cup points. For men’s sabre and men'’s foil, FIE licences
are required. These must be presented at checkin.

Format Sabre: Pre tournament consisting of 1 round of poules;
tournament-proper consisting of 1 round of poules, DE without
reperchage; the organisation may decide to hold extra round(s)
for the eliminated fencers.

Foil: 1 round of poules; DE without reperchage.

Entry fee Individual: Euro 14,-
Teams: Euro 25,-
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Equipment Equipment of the participants according to FIE rules. An
equipment-stand will be in the tournament-hall. For the
individual Men’s Sabre and Foil tournament the equipment will
be checked according to the FIE rules.

Equipment check will be open on Saturday from 12.00 till 13.00
pm and on Sunday 8.30am till 10.00am. Control marks from
Saturday will still be valid on Sunday.

As of the final 32, participants of the men’s sabre and foil
tournament are required to have their name printed on the back
of their jacket and the national colours on the fencing trousers.

FIE-sanctions will be enforced against those
federations that do not comply with FIE-rules.

Federation (see above). Federations will have to register before November 7th.

Entries for Ladies Foil and Sabre must be presented to the tournament organisers before
Tuesday, November 13" 2007 (date of post stamp or e-mail). Please note: It is not
possible to register by fax!
